give rides on your handlebars.



Always ride with a friend.

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Make sure that you wear bright or light color
clothing when you're riding so that drivers and
other bicyclists can see you!



Watch OUT!

Look out for potholes, cracks, railroad tracks,
wet leaves, and loose gravel.
Anything that could make you fali!

Ride In single file and watch out for people and animals.
Use sidewalks if available or ride with traffic, close to the

curb. Always use hand signals when turning or stopping and
walk your bike across streets at the street comer,




Go with the flow.

The safe way is the RIGHT way. Always ride on
the right ... in the same direction as vehicles.
